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As previously reported, the City of Toronto now requires all supervisors on watermain construction projects to take a certified “Wet Tap” course. The new specification reads:

“Prior to performing wet taps of any size, the Contractor shall demonstrate that their tapping crews, or a person who will be directly supervising the tapping crews during the wet tapping process, have successfully completed a course on the performance of wet taps identified on the Ontario Water and Wastewater Certification Office director approved course listing.”

GTSWCA is offering this training for free. We have arranged for the Walkerton Water Centre to provide its certified course to all supervisors/foreman of GTSWCA companies. 
The training program will be hosted at Local 183 Training Centre. The course duration is two hours and includes both in-class and in-field training components. Each class will have a maximum of twelve 12 participants.
